
 

Single storey house for  a retired  but extremely youthful 
couple built in the grounds of their former family home.  
The site is treated  as a walled garden with a series of in-
door and outdoor rooms. The house is largely single as-
pect with a linear roof-light to bring light and ventilation 
deep into the plan.  
 
A composite masonry and steel frame structure support 
a sedum green roof. Permeable paving to the drive also 
reduces the surface water load on the local combined 
sewer. Insulation levels are high and the building makes 
the most of orientation with deep overhanging eaves to 
reduce solar gain. Natural ventilation is provided by mo-
torised high level opening lights in the windows and in 
the rooflight. by trench heating.  
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
